Provides Coverage

owner to purchase a flood policy. The coverage is available
to protect landowners, apartments, homes and non-residential
buildings, including commercial structures.

Who Can Buy Flood Insurance?

Property owners, renters and business people in flood
hazard areas of communities which have qualified for the
National Flood Insurance Program.

What Losses Are Covered
By Flood Insurance?

Loss of insured property re-
sulting directly from flooding is
covered. For insurance purposes,
flood conditions are defined as:
Flooding of normally dry land ar-
eas from the overflow of inland
waters such as rivers and streams;
the rapid buildup of runoff of sur-
plus waters; mudslides caused di-
rectly by an accumulation of water on or under ground and
the collapse of subsidence of land along the shore of the
body of water which can be traced to unusual current or
wave conditions of inland waters.

Normal runoff resulting from rain and isolated inci-
dence seepage in basements when general flood conditions
do not exist is not covered by federal flood insurance poli-
cies. Sewer backups are covered only when they are
clearly a result of a general condition of flooding.
